Marquam Trail “PlantKeeping” May 22  Our adopted plot at the trailhead at SW 12th and SW Gaines, shows off this Spring as the natives trees and shrubs we planted leaf out.  The invasive ivy and blackberries, however, are trying to creep back and need “plucking.”  Join us for a few hours, 9 to 12 AM or as much as you can at the trailhead for some Spring “PlantKeeping” and help keep our native plants thriving.
May Meeting  We will vote on our revised Action Plan for the coming year.  The draft is posted on our website.  We also will hear about issues affecting our neighborhood and enjoy some homemade refreshments.

April Meeting  Mark Lear, Traffic Safety Program Manager for the Portland Bureau of Transportation, led an extensive discussion on ways to make the stretch of SW Terwilliger from SW Sam Jackson Park Road to SW Sheridan safer for cyclists.  The Bicycle Advisory Committee, the Bicycle Transportation Alliance and an informal survey of riders identified that stretch as one of the ten most dangerous.  Mark Lear said the Parks Bureau is considering moving northbound bikes from the roadway and creating a new path parallel to the existing pedestrian path. Several cyclists familiar with this challenging route weighed in with questions and ideas, including the kind of separation between bikes and walkers and how more safely to negotiate the turn up SW Terwilliger from the intersection with Sam Jackson Park Road.  Mark Lear said PBOT would put together a Citizens Advisory Committee for the project soon.
